Abstract:

A “technological Singularity” is a scenario in which the creation of smarter-than-human intelligence enables the creation of still smarter intelligence, and the result leaves the human scale far behind.  We review the notion of a technological Singularity, why it poses risks to humans and humane values, and why it is plausible that a Singularity will occur this century.  We then consider whether whole brain emulations -- detailed simulations of specific human individuals -- can help us safely navigate Singularity scenarios.
