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	Semiparametric Conditional Rate Model for Recurrent Events with Informative Terminal Event

Abstract:   
We propose a semiparametric proportional rate model for recurrent events when the subjects are still alive. The dependency between recurrent events and terminal event is unspecified. We consider a class of weighted estimating procedures for the regression coefficients and the mean function of recurrent events. Large sample properties of the proposed estimators are derived. The finite-sample behavior of the estimators is evaluated via simulation studies. In addition, graphical and numerical model-checking techniques are given. An application to recurrent hospitalization data from Studies of Left Ventricular Dysfunction (SOLVD) is provided.
