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	Statistical Methods for Observational Studies in Pregnancy Outcomes 
Abstract:   
In this talk we describe some of the work related to studying the effects of drugs and vaccines on pregnancy outcomes. The studies are mainly carried out through a surveillance system that utilizes the Organization of Teratology Information Specialists (OTIS), which counsels between 70,000 and 100,000 pregnant women and health care providers each year in the US and Canada about drug and other exposures in pregnancy and lactation. There are quite a few statistical challenges in conducting such studies, including multivariate longitudinal data,  left truncation in time to events, and implications of some of these in the design of pregnancy studies. This talk presents work in progress, including statistical models we are proposing, and some preliminary results that we have obtained.
